PHILOSOPHY

Central Valley Christian School Society is a parent owned
and operated organization. The society is designed to educate the
children of Christian parents. It is not a part of any denomination
nor is it denominationally controlled.

Central Valley Christian School Society uses the following
basic principles as the foundation upon which the organization is
operated:

1. The basis of all meaningful life is the belief in God and in Jesus
Christ as the only way to personal salvation.

2. The Bible is the only inspired, authoritative Word of God.

3. The Bible is the main avenue by which we can come to know
God and His rule for our lives.

4. We need this Word in order to correctly understand God'’s
general revelation, which includes creation and life around us,
all of life needs to be interpreted.

5. The aim of Christian education is to relate the Christian faith
and Biblical teaching directly to all of knowledge and the
practical application of that knowledge in daily life.



6. Christian education seeks to complete development of each
child; his intellectual, physical, spiritual, emotional, and social
growth (Luke 2:52).

7. The Reformed Standards with its emphasis upon the all
embracing Calvinistic World andLife Vieware helpful in a
complete understanding of Christian education.  This
emphasis is reflected in the statements of the Heidelberg
Catechism, the Cannons of Dordt, the Belgic Confessions and
the Westminster Confession, which assist in the interpretation
of God’s Word.

8. The primary authority and responsibility of educating
children rests with the parents (Deuteronomy 6 and
Ephesians 6). The authority of the teacher is derived from the
faithfulness to the laws of God in special and general
revelation.

9. The Christian community is responsible for supporting and
encouraging Christian education for its children.

Central Valley Christian Society was established
because of these stated principles. It is the desire of the
society to provide a high quality of Christian elementary and
secondary education for children from Christian homes.

BRIEF HISTORY

The Central Valley Christian School Society began in
1944 with the Hanford Christian School, a small elementary
school of approximately 50 students. The school grew over
the years and in 1979 it had nearly 200 children. A large
number of students were bussed from the Visalia and Tulare
area. It was then decided by the School Society in April of
1979 to begin a second campus in Visalia and also work
towards the development of a high school. In the fall of 1981,
the school made the decision to begin the high school in
September of 1982, with 9t grade, and then add one grade
per year to the high school until its first graduating class in
the spring of 1986.
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God has blessed us with continued growth. CVC now
has three designated campuses, (elementary, middle school
and high school) as well as a successful preschool program
(started in 1999). Enrollment now exceeds 1,000 in
Preschool through 12th grade.

COMMUNICATION BETWEEN HOME AND SCHOOL

Informational Publications

Informational newsletters are available on Ren Web
to keep lines of communication open between the school and
the home.

The CVC web pagss filled with information of recent
as well as upcoming events on campus. The site location is
cvc.org. Some teachers utilize the web site to communicate
assignments as well as classroom events.

Each teacher and staff member has voicemail or email,
which parents can use throughout the school day to
communicate immediate needs.

The Weekly Newss posted Fridays on Ren Web. This
is a publication which informs families of necessary K-12
information for the upcoming week. Information includes
sporting events, musical events, special meetings, etc.

Elementary teachers post a classroom newsletter
weekly to inform parents of plans for the upcoming week.
This gives teachers an opportunity to inform parents of tests,
special assignments, spelling words and any special
classroom events.

THE CAVALIER, a bi-monthly publication is mailed to
families of students, alumni and supporters, to give an over
view of recent events as well as a calendar of upcoming
scheduled events.




Back to School Night

Back to School Night is scheduled for August 31, 2010.
This is an event designed for the parents only, to meet their
child’s teacher. This time is provided for the teacher to
explain his/her classroom expectations and goals for the
class for the year. It is not designed to be a conference time
with parents. The date and time is indicated in the Weekly
News.

Conferences

Parent teacher conferences are scheduled soon after
the end of the first quarter, when report cards are issued.
Informal conferences can be scheduled with the teacher on
an as needed basis.

School Society Meeting
School Society meetings are held annually the third week in
April. The budget is adopted and school board members are
elected. Society membership is open to those individuals
interested and supportive of Christian education and to those
who sign their agreement to Article II of the school’s
constitution.

Special meetings of the society can be called if issues
of importance need to be decided between the annual
meetings.

MEDICAL

Immunizations

California law requires children to be up-to-date on
their immunizations for school entrance. Diseases like
chicken pox, measles and whooping cough spread quickly, so
children must be protected before they enter. Most children
need booster shots before entering Kindergarten.

If parents or guardians should desire exemption from
certain immunizations for their children, due to personal
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beliefs or health reasons, a waiver must be signed in the
elementary office.

ATTENDANCE

School Hours

The warning bell rings at 8:10 AM. The school day
begins at 8:15 AM and ends at 2:55 PM Students are not to
arrive before 8:00 AM unless they have permission from
their teacher. Students not riding the bus are expected to
be picked up by 3:10 PM. If your child is not picked up by
3:10, he/she will be sent to After School Care, and you

will be charged accordingly.

Absences

Absenteeism causes a variety of problems for the
student, teacher and class. We encourage parents to be
supportive of consistent school attendance. Obviously, some
absences will take place.

Excused Absences:

9 Excused absences, which are acceptable, are those
related to sickness, injury, those of emergency
nature or death in the family.

 PLEASE CALL THE SCHOOL OFFICE BETWEEN
8:00 AM and 8:30 AM if your child is sick or
absent for unforeseen reasons.

9 If the absence is planned, the parents are to contact
the office and inform the teacher at least three days
in advance of the child’s absence. Preferably this is
to be done in person, although if this is not possible
then by phone, or by note. At this time, parents and



teachers can discuss the nature of the absence and
plan for make up work.

Students in grades K-8 who miss more that (30)
thirty days of school in a school year, will not be
promoted to the next grade level. (In the case of
prolonged illness or other unusual circumstances,
the administrator may make exceptions to this

policy.)

The following procedure will be used for make up work:

Grades K-2

The teacher will determine make up work and

schedule when it is due.

Grades 3 -6

The child is completely responsible to get missed
assignments before or after the time of absence.
This work will be due in complete form, after one
day for each day of absence, which has elapsed
(not to exceed three days). For example: absent
on Monday and Tuesday, the child has Wednesday
and Thursday, to complete the work, which must
be handed in on Friday, at the beginning of class.
If the work is not turned in on time, the child will
receive an “F” for the work and still will be
required to complete it.

If a test was given during the day(s) missed and
the student knew about it beforehand, it is to be
taken the day the student returns.

Make up work will be done without additional
prodding by the teacher as well as keeping up
with the regular workload.



Unexcused absences are not acceptable to the school and
are discouraged. These absences can cause attitudes that are
detrimental to good learning habits. Absence also causes
additional work for teachers when they have to help the student to
make up the gaps in the learning process. Some examples of
unexcused absences are the following: vacations, Disneyland, ball
games, shopping and the like.

9 Students are also not allowed to miss any part of the school
day because of lessons (piano, voice, or dance lessons)
provided by schools or individuals.

Students will not receive credit for any missed work
during an unexcused absence.

Arrival and Departure

A Sign-In and Sign-Out Binder is located at the
elementary office desk for late arrivals and early departures.
When a student is late due to an appointment or other
reasons, the parent or guardian must sign them in with the
time and state the reason their child is late. The student
must have a pass from the office staff to enter class.

If a child must leave school early for an appointment,
or any other excusable reason, a parent must sign them out at
the front desk. Fifth and sixth grade students will need to
pick up an early dismissal slip from the office.

Tardy Policy

Students are expected to be on time to class. A great
deal of valuable interaction takes place immediately at the
beginning of the day in setting the tone and goals for the day.
It is disruptive and detrimental to the class if carried to
extremes. Coming into the classroom after the 8:15 a.m. bell
is considered tardy. When a student is tardy, he or she must
report to the office before going to class.
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Excused Tardy
If a student is late for school or to class because of
illness or medical appointment, he/she must bring a note to
the teacher, from a parent or legal guardian or doctor. To
enter class, the student must be signed in at the office and
receive an admit slip into class.

Unexcused Tardy
If a student is late for school or class for a reason
other than illness or a medical appointment, it is recorded as
an unexcused tardy.

9 After 6 tardies in a quarter (9 weeks), a letter will be sent
home.

9 On the 9t tardy, the administrator will call the parents.

9 In extreme cases, parents will be required to appear before
the education committee to explain the reason for
tardiness and how their problem can be corrected. The
Education committee will then review and accept, amend,
or reject the solution. Further problems will be brought to
the School Board level, with expulsion as a possibility.

ACADEMICS
Report Cards

Confidential academic progress is available through-
out the year, on our website, “cvc.org”. Click the “Parent’s
Web” icon and follow the given instructions.
Report cards will be posted on Parent’s Web after each
quarter (9 weeks), with the final report card signed by the
homeroom teacher and principal and mailed home.

Homework

It is the policy of Central Valley Christian School, to
give limited amounts of homework at the lower grade levels.
However, there are students on occasion who need to do
extra work because of certain academic difficulties.
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All grade levels can expect homework on a regular
basis. Parents are asked to cooperate with the teachers and
the child in attempting to complete the work that has been
assigned. If there are some difficulties which arise in the area
of homework, the parents are encouraged to contact the
teacher directly.

Textbooks and Equipment

Textbooks are supplied at no charge. They are
distributed by the classroom teacher and must be returned at
the end of the year. It is the duty of the student to keep
his/her books in good condition. The student must pay for
lost or damaged books. If the books are in need of repair,
the homeroom teacher should be notified, if repairs can be
made, before damage becomes irreparable.

The teacher will evaluate books when school starts
and a record will be kept of their condition. Books will be re-
evaluated at the end of the school year, with damage
recorded. Normal wear is 1/5 of the normal book cost.
Missing and damaged books that cannot be used again,
require the full cost of replacement.

Students will be expected to pay for repair of school
property and equipment if the student deliberately caused
damage.

Students may need to provide for their own
materials, over and above the basics, provided by the
school. Personal property must be labeled.

Physical Education

All students in the elementary will take physical
education unless excused by a doctor, with a parent’s signed
excuse, or at the discretion of the teacher. P.E clothes are
required for grades 5-8 and are available for a reasonable
cost at MIDTOWN SPORTS on Main Street in Visalia.
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SERVICES
Resource Help

In order to service individual learners to the best of our
ability, CVC has recognized that we are unable to service the
full spectrum of impairment conditions and learning
disabilities which are represented by today’s families.

Therefore, CVC is only accepting non-severely impaired
students into the Resource program after a review panel has
had appropriate time to review the student’s cumulative file
and appropriate assessment results, as provided by the
parent at the time of application.

It is not our policy to discriminate, rather to provide the
least restrictive learning environment for all students.

C.V.C. is not equipped and staffed at this time to handle a
wider variety of special needs students. C.V.C. is available to
provide referral services to public and private institutions
which can provide appropriate services for these students.

Students to whom one or more of the following criteria apply
will be considered for Resource services:

1 Is achieving at least one grade level or more below in
reading, language arts, or math.

1 Weakness in organizational skills that significantly
interferes with academic progress.

1 Need for accountability in order to consistently and
successfully complete assignments.

1 Current grades are D or Failing.

If your student meets any of these qualifications and you feel
they need assistance, please contact your student’s
Homeroom teacher.

If you have further questions, please inquire in the office or
with administration.
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Before and After School Care

The CVC Before and after SchogCareProgram will be
for children who attend CVC and are in K through 6t grades.
After-SchoolCare schedule consists of snack time, homework
time and play time.

Hours: Before School Care7:30AM - 8:00AM. After
School Care 3:00PM to 5:30PM, Monday through
Friday (excluding school vacations and holidays).
Fees: For detailed fee information, contact the
elementary office.

“Drop-ins” will not be allowed. If daycare is needed,
other than the regularly enrolled children, the elementary
office must be notified by noon of that day.

Permission slips must be signed and in the after-care-
teacher’s possession at the time care is provided.

Bus Service

Bus service is available at no additional cost and must
be considered a privilege. Any student who fails to abide by
this code may lose that privilege. The following procedure for
discipline is recommended to the bus drivers:

1 The student will receive one verbal warning when an
infraction occurs.

9 In the second offense, whether it is of the same nature
or different, the student will be moved to a newly
assigned seat for one week.

9 If the student continues to remain disobedient, he/she
will receive a citation, which the student will bring
home, to have signed by the parent and brought back to
the principal’s office the next day. If the citation is not
signed or brought back, the principal will contact the
parents.
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9 If a second citation is issued, the principal will contact
the parents and bus privileges may be temporarily taken
away.

9 If a third citation is issued, bus privileges will be taken
away for at least five days and perhaps longer.

9 It should be understood that serious and dangerous
behavior on the part of a student may warrant the loss of
bus riding privileges.

NOTE: Students should be at their designated stop in the
morning. Time is lost when the bus driver has to wait for
students who are not at their stop.

School Lunches and Milk

Hot lunch is available for purchase. The students bring
their own lunches on days which they choose not to purchase
hot lunch. Tammie Rollema is in charge of the Hot lunch
program. Her cell phone number is 731-3911. The menu and
order forms are sent home monthly (in advance) for families
to order their selection for the coming month. There will be
no “make-up” lunches.

There is an additional $5.00 late fee per lunch order if sent
in after the due date. Emergency sack lunches will be
provided for unordered lunches at a cost of $4.00, to be
returned the following day to the student’s teacher.

White milk is available to all students for a nominal,
annual fee. Milk is not sold on a daily basis.

STUDENT CONDUCT

Gum chewing is NOT allowed on campus or in the
classrooms.

Rules for Skateboards, bikes, scooters, etc.
Skateboards, scooters, bikes, roller blades and

“heelys” are not allowed to be used on campus. If used for

transportation to school, they must be stored during the
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school day in a location to be determined by the elementary
principal.

Everyone is expected to dress in Christian modesty.
Clothes that are in good repair are desirable.

Dress Code for K-6t Grade Girls

1. Dresses, skirts, skorts and shorts should be modest.
Hemlines must be no higher than five inches above
the knee.

2. Blue jeans may be worn if they are neat, not tattered
or excessively worn and have no holes.

3. Tops must not be oversized, undersized, sloppy,
and/or revealing. Tops must hang several inches
below the waistline. Skin must not be exposed if arms
are down or raised. Bare midriffs, sleeveless
garments, spaghetti straps, or tank tops are not
allowed. All dresses and tops must have sleeves.

4. Pictures, logos, slogans and advertising on shirts
should not be in conflict with Christian sensibility and
values.

5. Shorts may be worn year round. Hem lines must be
no higher than five inches above the knee.

6. Open sandals are not allowed for student’s safety. All
footwear must have closed toes and at leasta
strap on the back. Flip-flops are not permitted.

7. No spandex or tight garments may be worn.
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8. No facial or body piercing is allowed, other than
earrings.

9. Tattoos are not allowed and must be covered at all
times.

10. Hats or caps are not allowed on campus.

Dress Code for K-6t Grade Boys

1. Blue jeans may be worn if they are neat and not
excessively worn or tattered. Slacks and denims are
suggested. Pants must be worn at the waist. If the
shirt is raised, boxers must not be visible.

2. Tank tops are not permitted. Pictures, logos, slogans
and advertising on shirts should not be in conflict with
Christian sensibility and values.

3. Boys’ hair styles are to be neat and a reasonable

length.

Shorts may be worn year round.

Boys may not wear earrings at school.

Hats or caps are not allowed on campus.

No facial or body piercing is allowed.

Tattoos are not allowed and must be covered at all
times.

Ephesians 5: 15 &16

Time is a valuable commodity; a disciplined student
uses it wisely. Our primary goal at Central Valley Christian is
to assist the parents in educating their children for good
citizenship in our country and God’s kingdom.

Attending Central Valley Christian is a privilege, which
carries responsibilities:

1. A student’s conduct must honor God and school.

2. Students are expected to be obedient and
respectful toward the teacher and other adults.

3. Good manners and consideration for fellow
students are expected at all times.

High standards of behavior are expected from all.
Students are expected to respect and obey all school
personnel. The classroom teacher will handle minor
incidents and misconduct.

Continued or serious violations of school rules will be
referred to the principal. When a teacher refers a pupil to the
principal’s office, the following discipline will be followed:

1. Principal will meet with the student and keep
information pertaining to the incident.

2. If astudentis referred to the principal, the principal
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will notify the parents.

3. Ifneeded, parents may be called in for a conference with
the members of the staff. Ways and means of helping the
student will be discussed and a plan of action developed.

Complaint or Problem Procedures

During the course of the year, occasional
misunderstandings or problems arise between a teacher and
student, teacher and parents, parents and the school, or any
one of several possible areas. This is often the result of a lack
of communication between those involved. The school’s
policy for dealing with these situations is consistent with the
teachings found in Matthew 18: 15-17.

“1f you have a concern with a
admini strator, or another par e
individually & personally & sharequr specific issue with them.
I f that doesn’t resolve the pt
talk with the person in an authoritative position or committee
to provide some resolution & understanding.
If there are still conflicts & disagreement, a tidi step needs to
be taken to the next level for sharing & resolution.
Finally, if harmony is not reached, or repentance or resolution
is not attained a parting of ways could be necessary.
Matthew 18:1517

1.  All questions, problems, or complaints should first
be brought directly to the teacher before anyone else is
involved.

2. Ifthe situation is not cleared up at this level through
direct contact, it should then be brought to the Principal,
if needed.

3. Ifthe problem is still not resolved at this level (i.e.
with the Principal as mediator), it, should then be
presented in writing to the Superintendent.
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4.  Finally, but only when all of the above three steps
have been taken, does the problem find its way to the
Board of Directors through written appeal. The appealing
party must submit their concern in writing to the
chairman of the Education Committee. The appeal will be
heard at the next Education Committee meeting. From
there, the matter may be appealed to the School Board. If
so it will then be placed on the agenda of the entire Board
of Directors at its regular monthly meeting. The Board of
Directors is the final level of appeal. Parents agree to
follow these steps and to attempt a positive resolution to
problems and disagreements within the school
community. Activities to be avoided at all times include
gossiping, rumor mongering, and spreading of hearsay
reports. The good reputations of the school and other
persons are to be protected and promoted.

Suspension and Expulsion
Infractions may result in a student being suspended. If
necessary, the matter will be referred to the school board
for further action.

9 This could include either in-house or out of school
suspensions for a period of one day minimum to one
week maximum.

1 A suspension is a very serious type of discipline. The
administration and staff may suggest expulsion of a
disobedient student to the Central Valley Christian
School Board in a case where a student refuses to
conform to the rules and policies of the school. A
suspension does not require School Board action,
while an expulsion does.

1 In matters of extreme seriousness, the above policy
may be bypassed, and the matter will be referred to
the School Board immediately.
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How you, as a parent, can help:

1. Parents should agree on a consistent policy of discipline.

2. If the teacher has suggested homework, provide the

student with a quiet place to work and the necessary

interest and encouragement.

Give your child responsible tasks around the home.

4. If a problem arises at school concerning your child, get
the facts from the teacher.

5. Please accept the fact that your child is working up to
his/her capacity if his teacher has stated this.

6. Atall times provide a happy home for your child. Your
child requires love, affection, direction and attention.
This will require your understanding and your time. An
insecure child is potentially a disturbed child.

SCHOOL POLICIES AND PROCEEDURES
Telephone

The telephones in the office and in the classrooms are for
professional use only, NOT for student convenience. Only in
special cases with teacher permissianay a student request
permission to use the phone. Ifitis not a local call, the call
must be placed collect.

Electronic Devices

Electronic devices such as pagers, cameras, cell
phones, laser pointers, CD players, MP3 players, [Pods and
tape players are not allowed during the school hours of 8:15
AM -2:55 PM. Items will be confiscated and given to the
principal to be picked up by a parent.

Money

Excessive amounts of money should not be taken to
school. Students may request that money be kept in the
office for safe keeping during the school hours. The school is
not responsible for lost money or articles. It is suggested that
students do not leave money in rooms, desks, or lockers.
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Lost and Found

All children’s jackets, sweaters, lunch boxes and
backpacks must be labeled clearly with permanent marker.
When items are left on the playground, they will be placed in
the lost and found, located in the foyer of the elementary
office. These items will remain in the foyer for children to
retrieve. Items remaining for longer than one month will be
donated to Used Treasures Please make it a habit of
checking the lost and found regularly.

Severe Weather and Fog Delays

Due to dense fog in this valley, we periodically have a
foggy day schedule for the safety of our children. On a foggy
day schedule, school will begin at 11:15 AM and get out at
3:30 PM. Busses will run in the afternoon, even if they were
canceled in the morning. The plan on the TV and radio will
be:

Plan A - foggy day schedule, busses will run;
school will begin at 11:15 AM
Plan B - busses canceled, foggy day schedule;
school starts 11:15 AM
Plan C- check the internet www.cvc.org or call
the office. Some routes may be
running. School starts at 11:15 AM
If parents of K-8 student needs to drop off their
children earlier than the fog schedule start time, they may
bring them in at 9:00 a.m.
The most accurate information will be found on the
CVC web site. However the updates can also be found on
radio KMJ 580 and TV channels 18 (PBS) 24 and 30.
